APPROVAL OF 2021 STREET LIGHT ASSESSMENT RESOLUTION — Hershberger stated
these are the streetlights in subdivisions and the cost is assessed to each property. Motion was
made by Hershberger, seconded by Jandasek to adopt the 2021 Streetlight Assessment Resolution,
as presented. Motion carried on a roll call vote as follows: Aye: Hershberger, Jandasek, Montri,
Steiner, Bruning, Gore & Pirrone.

APPROVE THREE VARIATIONS FROM THE DEVELOPMENT DESIGN STANDARDS
ORDINANCE FOR OUTDOOR OBSESSIONS, 6300 TELEGRAPH ROAD - Kris Benson,
Jacobs Architect explained that these storm water detention variations are being requested due to
the flat nature of the site and the shallow depth of the ditches. Motion was made by Steiner,
seconded by Montri to approve the variation for parcel 5802-101-055-00 from Article V 250.501
#2 — Storm Water Detention which states a storm water detention basin design per Monroe County
Drain Commissioners office. The applicant is requesting a variation from this requirement due to
the site being a previously developed commercial site with no storm water drainage system, the
approval for this variance must be granted by the Township Board and also must be approved by
the MCDC and the Township Engineer before final site plan approval by the Planning Commission
and referencing 250.1001 — Authority and Criteria for Variation and 250.1002 - Application
Requirements for Variation. Motion carried on a roll call vote as follows: Aye: Steiner, Montri,
Jandasek, Gore, Bruning, Hershberger & Pirrone. Nay: none. Absent: none.

Motion was made by Steiner, seconded by Montri to approve the variance for parcel 5802-101-
055-00 from Article V 250.501 #6 — Storm Water Detention which states a minimum of six inches
of freeboard must be maintained with a positive, non-erodible overflow capable of handling the
capacity of a 25-year storm, or larger storm event if determined to be necessary by the Township
Engineer. The applicant is requesting a variation to waive the requirement for the six inches of
freeboard as this site will drain to the roadside ditch on the east side of Telegraph Road and the
property does not have the kind of landscape for exact drainage to meet the current standard, citing
250.1001 — Authority and Criteria for Variation and 250.1002 - Application Requirements for
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Variation. Motion carried on a roll call vote as follows: Aye: Steiner, Montri, Bruning, Gore,
Jandasek, Hershberger & Pirrone. Nay: none. Absent: none.

Motion was made by Steiner, seconded by Montri to approve the variance for parcel 5802-101-
055-00 from Article V 250.501 #7 — Storm Water Detention which states the minimum grade on
the bottom of the detention basin shall be one percent where feasible and when sodded. For paved
swales in basins, the minimum shall be four percent when feasible. The applicant is requesting a
variation to lower the required 1.0% slope of the bottom of the detention basin to 0.33%, due to
the flat grade of the site and the lack of roadside depth, and the detention basin bottom has been
designed at a lesser slope, therefore, we approve the variance for the property due to the grade and
the landscape citing articles 250.1001 — Authority and Criteria for Variation and 250.1002 -
Application Requirements for Variation. Motion carried on a roll call vote as follows: Aye:
Steiner, Montri, Gore, Jandasek, Bruning, Hershberger & Pirrone. Nay: none. Absent: none.
APPROVAL OF TOLEDO METROPOLITAN AREA COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENT
(TMACOG) MEMBERSHIP - There was much discussion over whether the Township benefitted
from this membership, who would be willing to attend the meetings and the fact that it was not
included in this year’s budget. Motion was made by Steiner, seconded by Pirrone to table this item
indefinitely and maybe discuss it more during budget time. Motion carried on a roll call vote as
follows: Aye: Steiner, Pirrone, Jandasek, Gore, Bruning, Montri & Hershberger.
